Course Description: First-order ordinary differential equations, theory of linear ordinary differential 
equations, solution of linear ordinary differential equations with constant coefficients, the Laplace 
transform and its application to solving linear ordinary differential equations. 
 
Prerequisites: Grade C or better in MAC 2313, MAC 2512 or MAC 3473 
 
Textbook: Fundamentals of Differential Equations (9th Ed.) by Nagle, Saff, Snider.      
 
Homework: Homework will be assigned for practice on a regular basis but won’t be collected. 
Keeping up with the homework is extremely important in order to be successful in this course.  
 
Exams: There will be four in-class exams each with 100 points. The lowest of the first three exams 
will be dropped.
