Course Description: First-order ordinary differential equations, theory of linear ordinary differential equations, solution
of linear ordinary differential equations with constant coefficients, the Laplace transform and its application to solving
linear ordinary differential equations. Prerequisites: Grade C or better in MAC 2313, MAC 2512 or MAC 3473

Textbook and Homework: Fundamentals of Differential Equations (9th Ed.) by Nagle, Saff, Snider. Chapters 1, 2, 4, and
7 will be covered. If time permits, some sections of Chap. 3 and 6 will also be covered. We will use Pearson’s my math
lab. Students are expected to purchase the access to Pearson, which includes an E-book plus many online resources
(problems, videos etc). It is cheaper than the hardcopy book. HW will be assigned there. See the registration instruction.
